IMPORTANT INFORMATION
In order to apply for a 21st Century Community Learning Centers (21st CCLC) Grant for the time period of July 1, 2016 – June 30, 2021, a Notice of Intent to Apply must be completed. The Notice of Intent to Apply must be received by the South Dakota Department of Education 21st CCLC office by January 15, 2016. This is a change from previous years as the application must be completed and submitted using the SD DOE’s new Grants Management System (GMS) this year. Information obtained on the Notice of Intent will be used to set up your organization in the GMS.  After your organization is set up in the GMS, information will be sent to the proper contact on how to access the system. No paper grant applications will be accepted. 
Background 
The 21st Century Community Learning Centers grant is to establish or expand community learning centers that provide opportunities for academic enrichment as well as a broad array of additional services, programs, and activities, such as youth development activities, service learning, nutrition and health education, drug and violence prevention programs, counseling programs, arts, music, physical fitness and wellness programs, technology education programs, financial literacy programs, environmental literacy programs, mathematics, science, career and technical programs, and  internship or apprenticeship programs.  

The programs are to be provided during non-school hours or periods when school is not in session (such as before and after school or during summer recess) and designed to reinforce and complement the regular academic program of the participating students. 

The grant helps working families by providing a safe and enriching environment for their students when school is not in session. The grant should also provide those families opportunities for active and meaningful engagement in their children’s education.  
Eligibility
 School districts, community-based organizations, non-profit entities, for-profit entities, local governments, institutions of higher education, public or private organizations, BIE/tribal schools, and religious organizations are eligible to apply.  

Programs must be located in public school facilities or in facilities that are at least as available and accessible to the students to be served as if the program were located in the public elementary, middle, or high school. 
 
Applicants must demonstrate that they meet the statutory program requirements of serving students from schools eligible for school-wide Title I programs or schools with 40% or greater poverty based upon free and reduced lunch as determined using verified information.
