	[image: http://partnersforlearning.org/wp-content/uploads/Wayne-13-low2.jpg]Wayne Callender, University of Oregon, is a Regional Coordinator and Trainer/Consultant who has worked with over 250 schools for the past 20 years.  Former coordinator for Idaho’s state-wide RTI project, he currently works with schools in eight states specializing in Response to Intervention and school improvement.  Over the past several years, Wayne has worked with high-poverty, low-performing schools that have shown dramatic improvement in student achievement.  He has authored articles and training manuals, and has contributed to the recent publication of “The Handbook of Response to Intervention” (Springer Publishing).  Wayne also presents and has been featured as a keynote speaker at a variety of state and national level conferences.
This session emphasizes Response to Intervention as a tiered instructional approach that is being increasingly used as the framework toward achieving school improvement at both the elementary and secondary levels. This session will focus on the major ideas associated with RTI, including the school-wide tiered approach, and highlights how schools are incorporating components (i.e., academic screening, functional academic assessments, research-based interventions, progress monitoring) into their daily practices to maximize the results of teacher efforts and improve the use of existing resources, resulting in greater outcomes for students in regular and special education alike.

Diagnosed with ADHD and carrying the emotional scars of homelessness and substance abuse, as well as the actual scars of repeated self-mutilation, Kelsey was volatile, disruptive and, by her own admission, "not a nice person" to be around. As a freshman at Somersworth (NH) High School, she didn't earn a single academic credit, but she did get suspended for dealing drugs.
During Kelsey's sophomore year, a new school leadership team implemented Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports (PBIS), a youth-directed planning process called RENEW and other reforms to improve the school's culture and reduce the dropout rate. This schoolwide overhaul gave Kelsey a chance at a different outcome.
Who Cares About Kelsey? will make viewers reconsider the "problem kids" in their own high schools and spark new conversations about an education revolution that's about empowering--not overpowering--our most emotionally and behaviorally challenged youth.
