Overview:
The purpose of this mini-grant is to actively engage children in learning about and exposing them to sample fruits and vegetables. A team approach including the school, parents and community grocers is recommended. The mini-grant should be used in schools, after school programs, preschools, and summer programs. Grant recipients will be asked to evaluate their programs with pre- and post-surveys to see that children are increasing their knowledge and willingness to eat fruits and vegetables. Grant funding will be based on the total enrollment of the class(es) who will experience HOM: 0 to 100 children = $125, 101 to 200 children =$250, 201 to 400 children =$500. It is acceptable to request smaller amounts. 
Mini-grant Requirements:  

· Use a team approach with school staff, parents and community grocers involved.

· Activities must provide education and tasting experiences for at least 3 fruits and 3 vegetables, in separate lessons, utilizing at least one of the following materials: Harvest of Month http://sdharvestofthemonth.org/ or HOM/Pick it! Try it! Like it! materials http://igrow.org/healthy-families/health-and-wellness/pick-it-try-it-like-it/. All are available for free download
· Awardees will be provided a brief training video on best practices for implementing lessons & evaluations. 

· A pre-survey of participating children must be completed and submitted along with the mini-grant application. Additional evaluation requirements include a post-survey of the participating children and a brief online exit report by the project leader. 

· Agencies must fund activities up front and then submit itemized receipts by mail or fax for reimbursement.

Time frame:

· Applications accepted beginning October 1, 2016 and continue until all funds have been committed.

· Notification of grant approval will be within one week of receipt. Implementation may begin immediately upon receipt of the contract. You can spend funds up to February 15, 2017.
· The final online report including summary and evaluations is due February 28, 2017.
Supplies that may be included in the budget:

· Fruits and vegetables for preparing and sampling in the classroom or cafeteria

· Additional food items may be purchased to make a recipe using the fruit or vegetable of the month

· Nutrition education materials related to fruits and vegetables such as food models, fruit and vegetable balloons, games, children’s books, music, and fruit and vegetable bean bags
· Printing and copying costs for materials used during fruit and vegetable lessons 
· A few small child-friendly tools for food preparation
· Other supplies may be allowed on a case by case basis but must be approved prior to spending any funds
