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SOUTH DAKOTA MIGRANT EDUCATION PROGRAM

 EVALUATION REPORT 2021
1.  Purpose of the Evaluation
The United States Office of Migrant Education requires that all states complete a comprehensive needs assessment in migrant education and use the results of that needs assessment to guide service delivery in the state.  The State plan for service delivery that describes strategies the SEA will pursue on a statewide basis to help migrant children achieve a set of performance targets XE "Performance Targets"  and measurable outcomes based on student needs data.  The SEA's comprehensive plan for service delivery is the basis for the use of all MEP funds for local programs.
This is a continuous improvement model that incorporates an assessment of students, establishing performance targets and measurable outcomes to meet needs, targeting services based on those needs and to meet the performance targets and measurable outcomes, and then evaluating the impact of services to measure the impact.
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The following regulations for Migrant Education are excerpted directly from the Code of Federal Regulations (C.F.R.), Title 34, Section 200.84 and the Office of Migrant Education Non-Regulatory Guidance Related to Program Evaluation: State Requirements for Evaluation
Responsibilities of SEAs for evaluating the effectiveness of the MEP. 

Each SEA must determine the effectiveness of its program through a written evaluation that measures the implementation and results achieved by the program against the State’s performance targets in §200.83(a)(1), particularly for those students who have priority for service as defined in section 1304(d) of the ESEA,

Responsibilities of SEAs and operating agencies for improving services to migratory children. 

While the specific school improvement requirements of section 1116 of the ESEA do not apply to the MEP, SEAs and local operating agencies receiving MEP funds must use the results of the evaluation carried out under §200.84 to improve the services provided to migratory children.

· Performance Indicator 1.2: The percentage of students at or above the proficient level each year on the state assessment in math. 

Performance Goal 5: All students will graduate from high school. 

· Performance Indicator 5.1: The percentage of students who graduate from high school each year with a regular diploma. 

· Performance Indicator 5.2: The percentage of students who drop out of school each year. 

• MPOs established for specific activities and services disaggregated for PFS and other migrant students at the service delivery level and summarized at the state level. 

States that adopt a performance target for school readiness determine their performance indicators, usually adopting some measure of early literacy. If your state adopted a performance target for school readiness or any other state performance targets, you must be prepared to provide services that enable migrant students to meet those targets and to disaggregate performance data for PFS students, other migrant students, and non-migrant students related to those targets.

2.  Needs Assessment
The South Dakota comprehensive needs assessment in 2019 were used to develop the South Dakota Service Delivery Plan for 2020.  This evaluation assesses the impact of service delivery in South Dakota for 2020-2021. The SEA's comprehensive State plan for service delivery is the basis for the use of all MEP funds in the State.   The purpose of the needs assessment is to target service delivery as well as funding on areas of greatest need for priority migrant students, particularly in areas related to academic achievement.   The comprehensive needs assessment is based on the concerns identified as the greatest needs for South Dakota migrant students by the state comprehensive needs assessment committee.  The CNA committee, consisting of the state migrant director and representatives from each of the local migrant programs, met on September 4, 2019 in Sioux Falls, South Dakota to review and revise the concern statements for the comprehensive needs assessment.  The concern statements identified by the CNA Committee are as follows:

1. We are concerned that there is a low graduation rate and retention rate for migrant students in South Dakota and there is a need to identify barriers to success to increase graduation rates for migrant students particularly for those that are priority for service students. 
2. We are concerned that South Dakota migrant students are not beginning school with basic readiness skills for reading, writing, and mathematics.
3. We are concerned that instruction for South Dakota migrant students in language and mathematics may not be effectively targeting the foundational skills necessary to facilitate success at the appropriate grade levels to ensure that students are acquiring the basic building blocks necessary to master these skills and to ultimately graduate from high school.  
4. We are concerned that South Dakota migrant students that are English Language Learners may need additional help and instructional assistance in order to become proficient in English and proficient in critical content areas to increase the numbers of students who successfully graduate from high school.
CNA Results
A. The overall assessment of needs in relation to concern statement 1 (low graduation rate for migrant students) indicated that the following needs were identified as significant and having an impact on service delivery:
1.  The administrator/teacher survey indicated that the four top barriers to retention and graduation are: a.  Lack of English proficiency,  b. Missing foundational skills in reading overall,  c. Missing foundational skills in reading comprehension, and d. Missing foundational skills in math.
2.  The highest areas of reading needs identified thorough the assignment of tutorials on the Migrant Literacy NET are phonics and vocabulary.

3. The average migrant student had a mean score on 1.27 (Below Basic +) on the language arts state assessment (i.e., significantly less than proficient)

4.  The average migrant student had a mean score on 1.26 (Below Basic +) on the mathematics state assessment (i.e., significantly less than proficient)

5.  The most effective strategies identified by program staff to impact retention and graduation are parental involvement, teachers developing personal connections with parents and students, ESL based instruction, and credit recovery options. 

6.  English language acquisition is a significant barrier to language arts proficiency for many migrant students

B. The overall assessment of needs in relation to concern statement 2 (migrant student readiness for school) indicated that the following needs were identified as significant and having an impact on service delivery:
1. In order of importance the highest content are needs for pre-school migrant students were reading readiness and math readiness.  

2. The top six readiness needs (in order) for school for all migrant students based on the data are: a. Basic rhyming,  b. Phonemic awareness,  c. Sequencing and predicting in stories,  d. Oral language development,  e. Number recognition (1-20) and f. Concept of more than/less than.
3.  The administrator / teacher survey did not rate the need for additional pre-school services very high.  Lack of services to assist pre-school students was rated 4.16 (slightly agree that more services are needed).  This indicates there are significant current services available for migrant pre-school students.  

4.  The parent survey, however, rated the need for pre-school services to be the 3rd highest rate need after writing and math.  The average rating for the need for pre-school assistance was 5.36 (between agree and strongly agree).  
C.  The overall assessment of needs in relation to concern statement 3 (migrant students are not achieving proficiency in language arts and math) indicated that the following needs were identified as significant and having an impact on service delivery: 

1.  The average PFS migrant student had a mean score on 1.24 (Below Basic) on the language arts state assessment (i.e., significantly less than proficient).

2.  The mean teacher rating for Priority For Service (PFS) student in language art 

was 1.6 (Between Below Basic and Basic) level.

3.   Language Arts proficiency is significantly lower for migrant students who are in Kindergarten and in 7th grade

4.   The critical areas of need in language arts are evaluating arguments in text, analyzing how and why ideas develop in text and reading and comprehending complex text.

5.   The highest areas of reading needs identified thorough the assignment of tutorials on the Migrant Literacy NET are phonemic awareness and vocabulary.

6.  The most effective strategies identified by program staff to impact language arts proficiency are small group instruction, building vocabulary, ESL based instruction, tutoring and the pre-school partnership program.

7.  English language acquisition is a significant barrier to language arts proficiency for many migrant students

8.  The average PFS migrant student had a mean score on 1.23 (Below Basic) on the mathematics state assessment (i.e., significantly less than proficient).

9.  The mean teacher rating for Priority For Service (PFS) student in mathematics 

was 1.9 (Between Below Basic and Basic) level.

10.   Math proficiency is significantly lower for migrant students who are in Kindergarten and in 7th grade

11.   The critical areas of need in math are constructing viable arguments and critiquing reasoning in math, looking for and making use of structure (algebra) and reasoning abstractly and quantitatively in math.

12.  The most effective strategies identified by program staff to impact math proficiency are small group instruction, building math vocabulary, ESL based instruction, tutoring and targeted instruction.

13.  English language acquisition is a significant barrier to math proficiency for many migrant students

D.  The overall assessment of needs in relation concern statement 4 (limited English proficiency as a barrier to success) indicated that the following needs were identified as significant and having an impact on service delivery: 

1. The data indicated the highest need for administrators and teachers was to limited English proficiency for South Dakota migrant students.  
2. Students across all grade levels average less than proficient in English and there are very large numbers of LEP students in the South Dakota migrant program.    
3. Limited English proficiency correlates significantly with reading and math achievement (i.e., the less English proficient the less proficient in reading and math are students).  
4. Language Arts proficiency for EL students is lowest in grades 4 through 7.

5. Math proficiency for EL students is lowest in grades 4 and 7.

6. The highest areas of need in reading for EL students are evaluating arguments in text, analyzing how and why ideas develop in text and reading and comprehending complex text.

7. The highest areas of need for EL students in math are constructing viable arguments and critiquing reasoning in math, looking for and making use of structure (algebra) and reasoning abstractly and quantitatively in math.

8.  MEP program staff and teachers were asked to identify strategies that have been effective in facilitating school success for EL students.  The strategies identified with the most frequency on the survey and in the data include: ESL classes and instruction, building English vocabulary, small group instruction, and developing relationships with parents and students
3.  Service Delivery Model
The Office of Migrant Education requires that the service delivery plan "must describe the SEA strategies for achieving the performance targets and measurable outcomes."  The guidance also indicates that the state's service delivery strategy must address the unique needs of migrant students as part of the service delivery strategy.

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Goals are different between ‘gap’ groups and ‘non-gap’ groups.   A gap group is defined as the aggregate count of students in subgroups that have experienced achievement gaps in the past three years.   Specific gap groups (e.g., English language learners) have significantly larger gaps than other gap groups (e.g., economically disadvantaged, etc.).   The closest gap group to migrant students measured are English language learners (lack of English language proficiency is the highest need for South Dakota migrant students).   In terms of student achievement only 16.5% of English language learners in South Dakota were proficient in reading as of 2017 and 16.9% were proficient in math.  The graduation rate in 2017 for English language learners was 59.5%.    In terms of English language proficiency only 1.9% of EL students were proficient in 2017. Since EL students are the most representative group to migrant students, the statewide goals and gap proficiencies were used to develop realistic performance targets for migrant students in the service delivery plan.

Performance Targets  
The South Dakota migrant program performance targets were derived from the state performance targets for all students as well as the current results from the comprehensive needs assessment.  The performance targets are based on facilitating reading achievement, math achievement, high school graduation, and English language proficiency.  

Performance Target #1 Increase Graduation Rates:  By the 2023-2024 academic year, 92 percent of all 12th grade migrant students will receive a high school diploma or equivalent.
Performance Target #2 Readiness for School:  By the 2023-2024 academic years, 60 percent of all incoming migrant kindergarten students will be assessed to have attained basic readiness skills in reading and math.

Performance Target #3 Language arts and mathematics proficiency:  By the 2023-2024 academic year, 54 percent of migrant students will score at a proficient level (3.0) or higher in language arts and 45% of all migrant students in mathematics on the state assessment or as rated by teachers.

Performance Target #4 English language proficiency:  By the 2023-2024 academic year fifty percent of all returning eligible migrant students who were limited English proficient in the 2019-2020 school year will score as proficient in English on the WIDA ACCESS assessment.
Measurable Program Outcomes

The Office of Migrant Education requires:  “The plan must include the measurable outcomes that the MEP will produce statewide through specific educational or educationally-related services.  (See section 1306(a)(1)(D) of the statute.)  Measurable outcomes allow the MEP to determine whether and to what degree the program has met the special educational needs of migrant children that were identified through the comprehensive needs assessment.  The measurable outcomes should also help achieve the State’s performance targets.”  The following measurable program outcomes were developed based on the results and analysis of the comprehensive needs assessment. 

Measurable Outcome #1 Reading and Math Proficiency to Facilitate High School Graduation:  Secondary migrant students will increase proficiency by a minimum of 7% per year in reading skills and 3% per year in math skills based on state assessment scores and/or teacher ratings of student performance in relation to state content standards. 

Measurable Outcome #2 Readiness in Reading:  Sixty percent of incoming migrant kindergarten students will demonstrate proficient readiness skills in phonemic awareness and basic rhyming and oral language development.

Measurable Outcome #3 Readiness in Math:  Sixty percent of incoming migrant kindergarten students will demonstrate proficient readiness skills in number recognition (1-20) and more than/less than concepts.

Measurable Outcome #4 Reading Comprehension:  Priority For Service (PFS) migrant students who are less than proficient will increase proficiency by a minimum of 7% per year in reading comprehension skills based on teacher ratings of student performance in relation to state content standards. 

Measurable Outcome #5 Reading Vocabulary:  Priority For Service (PFS) migrant students who are less than proficient will increase proficiency by a minimum of 7% per year in reading vocabulary skills based on teacher ratings of student performance in relation to state content standards.

Measurable Outcome #6 Phonemic Awareness:  Priority For Service (PFS) migrant students who are less than proficient will increase proficiency by a minimum of 7% per year in phonemic awareness skills based on teacher ratings of student performance in relation to state content standards.

Measurable Outcome #7 Problem Solving in Math:  Priority For Service (PFS) migrant students who are less than proficient will increase proficiency by a minimum of 3% per year in problem solving skills based on teacher ratings of student performance in relation to state content standards. 

Measurable Outcome #8 Critiquing Reasoning of Others in Math:  Priority For Service (PFS) migrant students who are less than proficient will increase proficiency by a minimum of 3% per year in critiquing reasoning of others in math based on teacher ratings of student performance in relation to state content standards.

Measurable Outcome #9 Algebra, functions and patterns:  Priority For Service (PFS) migrant students who are less than proficient will increase proficiency by a minimum of 3% per year in math skills related to algebra, functions and patterns based on teacher ratings of student performance in relation to state content standards.

Measurable Outcome #10 English Language Proficiency:  Fifty percent of all migrant students will increase at least a .5 fluency level each year from their initial baseline on the WIDA.
Measurable Outcome #11 Language Acquisition Plans (LAP) for EL Students:  Ninety-five percent of all migrant students identified as English Language learners (EL) will have a Language Acquisition Plan (LAP) which includes research-based ESL strategies to facilitate reading and math achievement and progress toward high school graduation.

Recommended Service Delivery Strategies

The CNA/Service Delivery committee reviewed the data analysis and results for the needs assessment process and provides the following recommendations to local program for service delivery.

Recommendation 1:  Target reading comprehension for migrant students using small group instruction, tutoring or online reading tutorials (e.g., the Migrant Literacy NET). 

Recommendation 2:  Target reading vocabulary for migrant students using small group instruction, tutoring or online reading tutorials (e.g., the Migrant Literacy NET). 

Recommendation 3:  Target phonemic awareness for migrant students using small group instruction, tutoring or online reading tutorials (e.g., the Migrant Literacy NET). 

Recommendation 4:  Implement tutoring and small group reading for secondary migrant students in summer programs as well as in before and after school programs.

Recommendation 5:  Develop professional development opportunities for teachers of migrant students to include research based strategies (e.g., SIOP).

Recommendation 6:  Provide pre-school instructional activities for migrant students and parents targeting reading readiness and math readiness.

Recommendation 7:  Create parent education and involvement opportunities (e.g., family literacy program). 

Recommendation 8:  Utilize community resources and collaboration to enhance services.

Recommendation 9:  Develop individual learning plans for all priority for service migrant students (e.g., the electronic Success Plans on the Migrant Literacy NET).

Recommendation 10:  Develop Language Acquisition Plans (LAP) for EL migrant students.

Recommendation 11:  Utilize the Migrant Literacy Net to facilitate reading and math proficiency.

Recommendation 12:  Provide ESL staff development training for teachers of migrant students.

Recommendation 13:  Provide after school (and or before school) tutoring for migrant students. 

Recommendation 14:  Provide family involvement activities at the secondary level to facilitate the development of positive staff relationships with parents and students. 

4.  Evaluation Process
The evaluation process was initiated using a logic model to facilitate the design of the evaluation. “A logic model is a visual representation of a theory of action or program logic guiding the design and implementation of a program or policy and can be used as a tool for building a relevant evaluation design.”   Education Development Center, Inc. 2015.  (See following 2 charts)
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Based on the logic model design the evaluation of the South Dakota migrant program was completed through the collection of and analysis of data using a wide variety of formative and summative strategies.   Applied Learning Technology Associates of Colorado was the external evaluator.  The following data collection instruments, sources and strategies were incorporated:
a. State assessment scores in language arts and math – These are ideally required through the GPRA for growth comparisons for all students.  However, as a result of the COVID pandemic very few state assessments were administered.  
b.  Fidelity of Implementation Survey – Completed by teachers and administrators for all migrant districts.   This survey assesses the degree of implementation of recommended services from the service delivery plan.

c. Teacher ratings of student proficiency in the South Dakota content standards in reading and math.   These ratings are based on the same rubric score provided by the state assessment (4 = Advanced, 3 = Proficient, 2 = Basic, 1 = Below Basic).   In several other states these teacher ratings have been demonstrated to correlate with state assessment scores at the .001 level (e.g., Utah 2016, North Dakota 2015, Nevada 2016, Ohio 2012,  New Mexico 2011 – ALTA et.al.).   

d. Student scores on the South Dakota English language proficiency assessment (ACCESS). 

e. Student pre-test and post-test scores on online reading tutorials on the Migrant Literacy NET

f. Administrator/Teacher Survey of Migrant Program Effectiveness – Completed by teachers and administrators in all South Dakota migrant program.
g. Parent Evaluation Survey of program effectiveness – Completed by parents in all migrant programs.
g. School Readiness Survey of Pre-School Migrant Students– Completed by pre-school  teachers for pre-school migrant students. 
h. Effective Strategies Survey – completed by administrators and teachers to identify which strategies resulted in the greatest improvement of proficiency.
Copies of the data collection and survey formats are attached in Appendix A.  Migrant staff from each South Dakota migrant program disseminated the surveys to administrators and teachers of migrant students, migrant parents, and migrant students.   All data collected was forwarded to ALTA for analysis.   
6.  Results of the Evaluation
Performance Target #1 Increase Graduation Rates:  By the 2023-2024 academic year, 92 percent of all 12th grade migrant students will receive a high school diploma or equivalent.
The current graduation rates for migrant students in South Dakota is ???%.   The dropout rate for migrant students in South Dakota is ???.   Based on the needs assessment the four top barriers to retention and graduation are: a.  Lack of English proficiency,  b. Missing foundational skills in reading overall,  c. Missing foundational skills in reading comprehension, and d. Missing foundational skills in math.  To facilitate the increase in the graduation rate various strategies and services have been implemented.  A fidelity of implementation of services survey, based on the recommended strategies identified in the Service Delivery Plan to meet the performance target and measurable program objectives (MPOs) related to increasing graduation rates, was completed by MEP staff.  This survey asked all key staff who serve migrant students to indicate which services have been provided to migrant students and to what degree.   Services were rated by migrant staff in regard to the degree of implementation (i.e., 3 = Significant implementation, 2 = Some implementation, 1 = None- no service was provided).   
The following chart indicates a mean of the degree of implementation of overall target services related to increasing the graduation rates:
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In addition, to estimating the level of service implementation in MEP programs, administrators, teachers and MEP staff were surveyed to identify which services were most effective in facilitating proficiency and moving migrant students toward achieving the outcomes.   The following graphs indicate by target are which strategies are most effective in overcoming barriers to graduation.
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The highest areas of service implementation were in the small group instruction and tutoring in reading and math for secondary students, summer school and utilization of the Migrant Literacy NET tutorials and screeners.   The level of implementation for most of these services is estimated at the intermediate level.

The services rated most effective by MEP staff, administrators and teachers for all target areas include: use of ESL and SIOP strategies and training for staff in ESL strategies, parent involvement, the use of individual plans for students and small group instruction and tutoring.   

Finally, administrators and teachers of migrant students were surveyed regarding which of the performance targets and MPOs was the MEP program having the greatest impact.  The chart on the following page illustrates the results of that survey.

It will be necessary to check off
which of the students are priority for service (PFS) which is something usually the migrant staff will know. It is also
critical that the state Reading assessment score be recorded (if available) for each student that took the most current
state assessment. The score to record is the rubric score (i.e., 4 = Advanced, 3 = Proficient, 2 = Basic, 1 = Below Basic).
Finally, teachers are asked to rate students using that same rubric in relation to the skills listed in reading/language arts.
Teachers should be provided with a copy of Form 3, which explains how to rate the students.

Form 2: Student Performance Data for Mathematics: The ideal is for migrant staff to fill in the names and grade levels
of migrant students by classroom to provide individual teachers with their migrant students already listed (since some
teachers may not know which students are eligible migrant students). It will be necessary to check off which of the
students are priority for service (PFS) which is something usually only the migrant staff will know. It is also critical that
the state Math assessment score be recorded for each student that took the most current state assessment. The score
to record is the rubric score (i.e., 4 = Advanced, 3 = Proficient, 2 = Basic, 1 = Below Basic). Finally, teachers are asked
to rate students using that same rubric in relation to the skills listed in mathematics. Teachers should be provided with
a copy of Form 3, which explains how to rate the students.

Form 3: Directions for Teacher to Rate Student Proficiency Levels: Please provide this form to each teacher who is
rating migrant students’ performance levels. Teachers should rate kids based on their proficiency in relation to grade
level. Teachers should only rate kids on standards/skills that they have taught to that student... leave any other blank
and do not rate.

Form 4: Administrator/Teacher Rating of Migrant Student Evaluation Survey: This survey should be completed by all
migrant staff and any other teachers and/or administrators that work with migrant students.

Form 5: Implementation Survey: This survey should be complete by migrant staff, teachers and administrators to rate
the degree of implementation of various migrant program services.

Forms 6.1 & 6.2: Migrant Parent Evaluation: The surveys should be distributed to all migrant parents with a request to
complete and return to migrant staff.

The highest ranking strategies were that most migrant students have Language Acquisition plans (LAPs), the program is making a difference in overcoming critical missing foundational skills in problem solving in math and that ESL services are being provided to migrant students. It is hypothesized that the effective and consistent implementation of these services will increase graduation and retention over time.   
Progress on MPOs related to graduation and retention

Measurable Outcome #1 Reading and Math Proficiency to Facilitate High School Graduation:  Secondary migrant students will increase proficiency by a minimum of 7% per year in reading skills and 3% per year in math skills based on state assessment scores and/or teacher ratings of student performance in relation to state content standards. 

State Assessment scores for both reading and math are not available at the secondary level  (due to the pandemic) at the significant levels to be valid.   Therefore, teacher ratings of secondary student proficiency in the reading and math standards were utilized.  Teachers were asked to rate student proficiency using the same rubric as the state test in the standards (i.e., 4 = Advanced,  3 = Proficient,  2 = Basic,  1 = Below Basic) for both 2019-2020 and for 2020-2021.   There were 22 secondary students who received ratings for both years. Those completing the state assessment in reading in 2019-2020 scored on the average 1.27 (Below basic +) across all grade levels.  Priority For Service (PFS) students completing the state assessment in 2019-2020 scored on the average 1.24 across all grade levels.
Teacher Ratings of Language Arts Proficiency
There were 338 migrant students in the South Dakota Migrant program participating in the evaluation in 2020-2021.   Due to the lack of current state assessment scores teacher ratings were used to gather performance data on all migrant students.  There were 89 students who had teachers ratings for both 2019-2020 and 2020-2021 in language arts (only 1 of these students was a PFS student).  The impact is calculated based on the change between the past two academic years.  This table is based on teacher ratings of student proficiency in relation to the standards (4 = Advanced, 3 = Proficient in the Standard, 2 = Basic, 1 = Below Basic).
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To achieve 54% proficiency in reading by 2023-2024 student overall proficiency would need to increase 13.5% per year.    Students are on target to achieve proficiency in reading in all grade levels with the exception of grades 2, 4, 6 and 7.
Students also made significant progress on a wide variety of reading skills as evidenced by gains on the pretest and posttest scores on tutorials on the Migrant Literacy NET.  The graph below illustrates the 40 tutorials with the greatest gains (between 20% and 80%).

Services were rated by migrant staff in regard to the degree of implementation (i.e., 3 = Significant implementation, 2 = Some implementation, 1 = None- no service was provided).   The following chart indicates a mean of the degree of implementation of overall target services related to increasing the math proficiency:
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The highest areas of service implementation were in the small group instruction and tutoring in reading, use of individual educational plans, and staff development related to math instruction as well as use of the Migrant Literacy NET.  The level of implementation for most of these services is estimated at the intermediate level plus.

In addition, to estimating the level of service implementation in MEP programs, administrators, teachers and MEP staff were surveyed to identify which services were most effective in facilitating proficiency and moving migrant students toward achieving the math related outcomes.   The following graphs indicate by target are which strategies are most effective in facilitating math proficiency.
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The most effective strategies to facilitate math proficiency were in the small group instruction and tutoring in reading, use of math manipulatives, math vocabulary instruction, use of ESL and SIOP, and number sense instruction.

To achieve 45% proficiency in math by 2023-2024 student overall proficiency would need to increase 11.25% per year.    Students are on target to achieve proficiency in reading in all grade levels with the exception of grades 2, 4, 7 and 11.

Priority for Service students exceeded projected gains for algebra, patterns and functions in 2020-2021.  However, gains in problem solving and critiquing the reasoning of others were less than 3% projected gain for the current year. 
Performance Target #4 English language proficiency:  By the 2023-2024 academic year fifty percent of all returning eligible migrant students who were limited English proficient in the 2019-2020 school year will score as proficient in English on the WIDA ACCESS assessment.

In addition, administrators and teachers of migrant students were surveyed regarding which of the performance targets and MPOs was the MEP program having the greatest impact.  The chart on the following page illustrates the results of that survey.
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The highest ranking strategies with the most impact were that most migrant students have Language Acquisition plans (LAPs), the MEP program is effectively facilitating English language proficiency for migrant students.  
Progress on MPOs Related to English Language Proficiency

Measurable Outcome #10 English Language Proficiency:  Fifty percent of all migrant students will increase at least a .5 fluency level each year from their initial baseline on the WIDA.
There 27 students from the 128 EL participants who completed the ACCESS for both 2019-2020 and 2020-2021.    
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EL students exceeded the projected progress levels for all grade levels with the exception of grade 7 and grade 10.    Overall, EL students achieved an average gain of 1.08 and 77.8 % of all EL student achieved a gain of at least .50 during the past year (which significantly exceeds the projected 50%).
Summary & Conclusions 
Performance Target #1 Increase Graduation Rates:  By the 2023-2024 academic year, 92 percent of all 12th grade migrant students will receive a high school diploma or equivalent.
A. The current graduation rate is ???  and the current dropout rate is ???
B. The four top barriers to retention and graduation are: a.  Lack of English proficiency,  b. Missing foundational skills in reading overall,  c. Missing foundational skills in reading comprehension, and d. Missing foundational skills in math.
C. The highest areas of service implementation were in the small group instruction and tutoring in reading and math for secondary students, summer school and utilization of the Migrant Literacy NET tutorials and screeners.

D. State Assessment scores for both reading and math are not available at the secondary level  (due to the pandemic) at the significant levels to be valid.   Therefore, teacher ratings of secondary student proficiency in the reading and math standards were utilized. 

E.  Secondary students exceeded the projected gains for all grades and in reading and math.
Performance Target #2 Readiness for School:  By the 2023-2024 academic years, 60 percent of all incoming migrant kindergarten students will be assessed to have attained basic readiness skills in reading and math.
A. The mean ratings indicated that in basic letter recognition, print concepts and oral language development students were beyond nearly meeting the standards but still had not achieved proficiency. 

B.  To achieve 60% proficiency in all reading readiness skills by 2023-2024 student overall proficiency would need to increase 15% per year in each skill.    Pre-school students are on target to achieve proficiency in each skill area with the exception of basic rhyming. 
C. The mean ratings indicated that in counting 1-10, understanding basic patterns, knowing basic shapes, basic comparisons and sorting and classifying students were beyond nearly meeting the standards but still had not achieved proficiency. 

D.  To achieve 60% proficiency in all math readiness skills by 2023-2024 student overall proficiency would need to increase 15% per year in each skill.    Pre-school students are on target to achieve proficiency in every skill area in math. 
Performance Target #3 Language arts and mathematics proficiency:  By the 2023-2024 academic year, 54 percent of migrant students will score at a proficient level (3.0) or higher in language arts and 45% of all migrant students in mathematics on the state assessment or as rated by teachers.
A.  The highest areas of service implementation in reading were in the small group instruction and tutoring in reading, use of individual educational plans, summer program, reading readiness activities and use of the Migrant Literacy NET.  

B. The highest areas of service implementation in mathematics were in the small group instruction and tutoring in reading, use of individual educational plans, and staff development related to math instruction as well as use of the Migrant Literacy NET.  

C. Due to the pandemic state assessment scores for language arts and mathematics were not available for 2020-2021.  

D. To achieve 54% proficiency in reading by 2023-2024 student overall proficiency would need to increase 13.5% per year.    Students are on target to achieve proficiency in reading in all grade levels with the exception of grades 2, 4, 6 and 7.

E. Students also made significant progress on a wide variety of reading skills as evidenced by gains on the pretest and posttest scores on tutorials on the Migrant Literacy NET.  The graph below illustrates the 40 tutorials with the greatest gains (between 20% and 80%).

F.  Priority for Service students exceeded projected gains for reading comprehension in 2020-2021.  However, gains in vocabulary and phonemic awareness were less the 7% projected gain for the current year. 
H. To achieve 45% proficiency in math by 2023-2024 student overall proficiency would need to increase 11.25% per year.    Students are on target to achieve proficiency in reading in all grade levels with the exception of grades 2, 4, 7 and 11.
I.  Priority for Service students exceeded projected gains for algebra, patterns and functions in 2020-2021.  However, gains in problem solving and critiquing the reasoning of others were less than 3% projected gain for the current year. 
Performance Target #4 English language proficiency:  By the 2023-2024 academic year fifty percent of all returning eligible migrant students who were limited English proficient in the 2019-2020 school year will score as proficient in English on the WIDA ACCESS assessment.
A.  The average ACCESS score for ELL students by grade level is significantly below English fluency level. 
B.  The highest areas of service implementation for EL students were ESL staff development and the use of bilingual / bicultural staff in instruction.   
C.  The strategy for ELL students with the most impact was the implementation of Language Acquisition plans (LAPs)

D.  Administrators, teachers and parents rate the MEP program as effectively facilitating English language proficiency for migrant students.  

E.  EL students exceeded the projected progress levels for all grade levels with the exception of grade 7 and grade 10.    
F. Overall EL students achieved an average gain of 1.08 and 77.8 % of all EL student achieved a gain of at least .50 during the past year (which significantly exceeds the projected 50%).

Recommendations for Improvement

1. Administrators and teachers were asked to identify the most effective strategies overall to facilitate migrant student success.  The following chart indicates recommended strategies to pursue.
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The top recommendations for program improvement include utilizing ESL in instruction, improvement of communication between MEP staff and teachers, parent involvement and family liaisons.
2. It is recommended that service be implemented to facilitate graduation and school retention which include: of ESL and SIOP strategies and training for staff in ESL strategies, parent involvement, the use of individual plans for students and small group instruction and tutoring.   

3. It is recommended that service be implemented to facilitate school readiness which include: implementation of pre-school programs, parent involvement, small group instruction and tutoring, use of ESL and SIOP strategies.   

4. It is recommended that reading instruction be targeted for grades 2, 4, 6 and 7 to improve proficiency.
5. It is recommended to increase reading proficiency specific service be implemented to include: small group instruction and tutoring in reading, use of ESL and SIOP, vocabulary instruction, native language instruction, phonics instruction and reading aloud. 

6. It is recommended to increase reading proficiency that programs utilize the Migrant Literacy NET.
7. It is recommended to increase reading proficiency for students that parents be trained to use the parent portal on the Migrant Literacy NET.

8.  It is recommended to increase reading proficiency that vocabulary and phonemic awareness instruction be targeted.
9. It is recommended to increase math proficiency that specific services be implemented to include: small group instruction and tutoring in reading, use of math manipulatives, math vocabulary instruction, use of ESL and SIOP, and number sense instruction. 

10. It is recommended to increase math proficiency that problem solving and critiquing the reasoning of others in mathematics instruction be targeted.

11. It is recommended to increase math proficiency for students that parents be trained to use the parent portal on the Migrant Literacy NET.

12.  It is recommended to increase English language proficiency that additional ESL training be provided for MEP staff and teachers. 

13 It is recommended to increase English language proficiency that all ELL student be placed on Language Acquisition Plans (LAPs)
The next step in the process is a review of the data and conclusions of the evaluation by the South Dakota Service Delivery/Comprehensive Needs Assessment Committee.   The committee will need to make recommendations for future service delivery and modifications to the plan based on the data.
