	· The Oceti Sakowin’s Seven Council of Fires was equivalent to the Five Leagues of Nations created by the Iroquois.  Benjamin Franklin used the Five Leagues as a model for the colonial states unifying into 13 united states. Some historians believe he also borrowed the phrase “E pluribus unum” from the Iroquois.
· The Oceti Sakowin could at any time pick up and move if they disagreed with the Naca Omniciye.  This would be similar to an impeachment or recall vote.
