	As the price of a good or service goes up, the quantity demanded at that price level will decrease, and as the price of a good or service goes down, the quantity demanded at that price level will increase.
There is an inverse relationship between price and quantity demanded and the graphing of this relationship will result in a downward sloping demand curve.
There are critical factors that influence overall changes in demand.
To show an increase in demand, the overall demand curve should move to the right.
To show a decrease in demand, the overall demand curve should move to the left.
