Stage 2—Assessment Evidence & Learning Plan



Summative Evidence: Students will complete a Report Card Reflection activity where they reflect on their personal academic habits. They will conclude with an implementation plan for improving their next report card.Materials needed:
Student Report Cards
Report Card Reflection Activity Sheet
(one per student)



 
Introduction
[image: ]Introduce the activity with a large group discussion. 
Prompt students to think of a time when they received a grade they felt unworthy of. 
   Did you think you deserved a higher grade?
   Did you deserve a lower grade? 
   Why do you think this way?

[image: ]Give students a minute to think and then ask for examples. 
Also ask: 
	  What are the effects of getting good grades on your daily work? 
	   Why would good grades be important for the future?
	   Have you ever planned for a grade?
                 What does it mean to plan for a grade?
Explain to students that they can use their most recent report card as a tool for improvement.

[image: ]Instruction
1. Distribute student report cards to the respective individuals and then distribute the Report Card Reflection handout. Have students complete it individually.

Closure/Wrap Up
[image: ]Ask students for feedback on a couple of the last questions they answered on their reflection: 
Did you feel the grades you receive or the things you learn in class are more important? &
In what other ways can you evaluate your performance other than grades?

Reiterate the idea that it takes hard work to achieve good grades. In order to see the results they want on a report, students must be hardworking and determined in the classroom. Grades don’t always reflect the amount of work we have put into a project but they are a good reminder as to how much harder we need to work.
