	District Submission Date
District must complete/finalize their SIMS (student information management system) data by the 2nd Friday in June.

	Important Notes
According to the South Dakota Accountability Manual, South Dakota utilizes the flexibility provided by USDOE regarding students unable to be tested due to a significant medical emergency.  Districts may submit a Request for Special Considerations/Exceptions for Statewide Testing at the end of the testing window to be reviewed by a committee to determine if the student can be removed from the District AMO calculation.
