Districts are required to enter student demographic information into the state’s student information system by the 2nd Friday in June. 
This data is exported into the state’s longitudinal data system along with the assessment information.

	
	District Submission Date
Updated information must be completed by second Friday in June 

	Important Notes
The School Accountability determinations will be calculated based on information that the district has entered (or has failed to enter) into the Student Information Management System by the June deadline. Absolutely no changes will be allowed to any school district data after June deadline. Preliminary Accountability results will be available in late July. District need to look at their data and file a pre-appeal for any incorrect data. This is done prior to public release. Once the data have been made public, districts have 30 days to file a formal appear for any data that may still not be correct.
**For the 2014-2015 school year, scores from the NCSC assessment were not available, & will not be included in this calculation.

· Review the curriculum for students with disabilities. 
· Are students being educated in the grade level &/or alternate achievement standards for their grade level? 
· Do their IEPs identify specific skill weaknesses in math &/or language arts? 
· Do their IEP goals address those skill weaknesses? Is the curriculum aligned to the grade level &/or alternate achievement standards? 
· Hypothesize what practices &/or instructional strategies might explain the results. 
· What modifications could be made to practices &/or strategies for more effective results? 
· When analyzing your interventions, are you matching your interventions to the needs of your students in order to move all students toward proficiency?
· Are appropriate testing accommodations being provided? Are all accommodations being used for instruction? Do students need the accommodations being provided or are they more of a hindrance?
