District Child Count)
X 100 = % discrepancy
Is it >5% of the district child count population? If yes, the district has a significant discrepancy. 
Example
28 Students with IEPs suspended or expelled >10 school days during the year
340 Total SPED child count 
(28 ÷ 340) X 100 = 8.23%
8.23% is greater than 5% of the district’s child count, which indicates a significant discrepancy.

Districts use suspension/expulsion data maintained throughout the year as well as Child Count from that year (i.e. 2013-14 SPP report uses Child Count data from 2012-2013).

· Analyze any patterns of problem behaviors among your students with disabilities.
· Review your district’s policies, practices, and procedures regarding suspension/expulsion. Has the process been followed?
· Does staff need to be trained in conducting functional behavior assessments and writing and implementing effective behavior support plans?
· What training does staff need to positively and proactively handle problem behavior?
· What types of incidents result in in-school or out-of-school-suspension?  Is there a district or school level pattern?
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Has the district considered implementing  Positive Behavior Intervention Support (PBIS)? 
· Do Administrators/Principals know the law regarding suspension of students with disabilities and appropriately refer to the IEP team?
