· What training does staff need to positively and proactively handle problem behavior?
· What types of incidents result in in-school or out-of-school-suspension?  Is there a district or school level pattern?
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Has the district considered implementing  Positive Behavior Intervention Support (PBIS)? 
· Do Administrators/Principals know the law regarding suspension of students with disabilities and appropriately referral to the IEP team?
